Fania ? (nee Benderskaya): lived in Kishinev with her husband, was a housewife. 

Nyuka ? (nee Benderskaya): her husband worked at the customs in Kishinev. She had a son. During the war they were in evacuation in the Ural, later they returned to Kishinev. Nyuka and her husband died in Kishinev, and their son left for Israel. He died there recently. 

Brothers Erik and Hil moved to Palestine in 1925.

	Sarrah Krasnaya (nee Tomashyna) (?–1960s): married, husband was a driver and they lived in Orgeyev. After the war Sarrah, her husband and daughter emigrated to Palestine. Her daughter and the daughter’s husband moved to Argentina. Sarrah and her husband died from an epidemic in Argentina. 

Mara ? (nee Tomashyna) (?–1942): married, lived in Orgeyev. During the war was in evacuation in Kokand, fell ill with typhoid and died in 1942. 

Bella ? (nee Tomashyna) (?–1960s): lived in Orgeyev. Was married, had two sons. Housewife. 

Polia ? (nee Tomashyna) (?–1942): died in a ghetto in Transnistria. 

Netta ? (nee Tomashyna) (?–1960s): got married and moved to Chernovtsy. After the war she settled down in Kishinev. 

Fuka Tomashyn (?–1941): lived in Bucharest, owned a hat shop. Shot by the fascists. 

Yakov Tomashyn (?–1970s): graduated from the Faculty of Law of Kishinev University, lived in Kishinev, was a lawyer. Moved to France in 1940. Lived in Paris. His two sons lived in Paris.
