Velvl Roizen (1887–1980s): born in Ozarintsy, Vinnitsa region, manager of a cattle farm before 1941. Two children, Dina and Michael, from his first marriage. His 1st wife perished in Pechora concentration camp. One child from his 2nd marriage; mother and child died in Pechora. Velvl moved to Omsk (today: Russia) after 1941.
Joseph Roizen (1890–1972): born in Ozarintsy, married, two children: Semyon and Dina. Joseph lived in Mogilev, Belarus, moved to Lvov after 1941.
Sheindl ? (nee Roizen) (1895–1940s): born in Ozarintsy, married, two children, lived with her Jewish husband in Bessarabia, was killed during WWII (presumably perished in a ghetto in Transnistria).
Don Roizen (1900–?): born in Ozarintsy, was adopted by a childless family, moved to the US with his adoptive parents.

Joseph Velikiy (1902–1978): born in Murafa, Vinnitsa region, lived in Zhmerinka, was married, had 2 children, worked on a collective farm, was in the Jewish ghetto in Murafa during WWII.
Golda Eidelman (nee Velikaya) (1904–1992): born in Murafa, Vinnitsa region, lived in Khmelnitskiy, worked on a collective farm, had one daughter from his 1st marriage, was in the Jewish ghetto in Murafa during WWII. Her 1st husband was killed at the front during WWII. She had two daughters from her 2nd marriage, who moved to Israel after her death.
