Rachel Pekar (1900s-1941): born in Korostyshev. Finished Jewish grammar school there and lived in Gostomel after 1917, worked as a laborer at the Musical Instrument Factory. Single. Perished in 1941 when the Germans occupied Gostomel.

Ilia Pekar (1900s-1930s): born in Korostyshev. Went to cheder and then finished Jewish grammar school and an accounting course in Kiev. Accountant in a small office in Kiev. Married but had no children. Died in the late 1930s and buried in the Jewish cemetery in Kiev. 

Sarah Pekar (1900s-1930s): born in Korostyshev. Married and moved to Zhytomir. Her husband was a shoemaker. They both died in the late 1930s in Zhytomir. Her daughter, Tsylia, lives in the US. 

Rosa Pekar (1910s-1941): born in Korostyshev. She was born blind. She finished a Russian school in Korostyshev, graduated from the Pedagogical Institute in Kiev, and attended a postgraduate course at the Faculty of Philosophy at the Kiev State University. Lecturer on philosophy at Kiev University. Perished in Babi Yar in 1941.

Frania Polischuk (1890s-1930s): born in Radomyshl, finished Russian grammar school in Kiev. Was sickly and didn’t work. Died in Kiev in the 1930s. 

Ida Grinberg (nee Polischuk) (1890s-1930s): born in Radomyshl, finished Russian grammar school in Kiev and a pedagogical school. Was a teacher. Her first husband was Grigory Grinberg, her second husband an officer in the tsarist army. 3 children: Sarah, Yasha and Milia. Ida died in Makarov in the late 1930s. 

Rachel and Eidia Polischuk (1890s-1970s): twins; born in Radomyshl, finished Russian grammar school in Kiev. They both graduated from Medical Institute. In evacuation in Kuibyshev, Russia. They were both married and worked as doctors in Kuibyshev. Both died in Kuibyshev in the middle of the 1970s. 

Genia Verba (nee Polischuk) (1890s-1950s): born in Radomyshl, finished Russian grammar school in Kiev. She worked as a secretary at the district committee of the Communist Party in Monastyrishche. Married to Talik Verba, no children. Genia died in Tbilisi, Georgia, in the middle of the 1950s. 

Khinia Godik (nee Polischuk) (1890s-1970s): born in Radomyshl, finished Russian grammar school in Kiev. Graduated from the Medical Institute in Kharkov (pharmacist). Her husband, Boris Godik, perished during WWII. Khinia and her two children were in evacuation in Ufa, Russia. She stayed to live there after the war. and died there in the 1970s. 
Dmitriy Polischuk (1890s-1970s): born in Radomyshl, finished Russian grammar school in Kiev, graduated from the Medical Institute in Kiev and worked as a doctor during WWII. In the 1960s he got a job assignment in Ufa, where he died in the 1970s. His son, Tsalia, a student of the Kiev Medical Institute, perished during WWII near Leningrad.
