Gershl Gutianskiy (1895-1980s): lived in Philadelphia, owned a stationery store, had a daughter.

Fania Gutianskaya (1897-1964): teacher of higher mathematics at university; evacuation in Sverdlovsk; son Victor perished at the front in 1940s, died in Kiev.

Veniamin Gutianskiy (1907-1956): author of Jewish children’s books; lived in Kiev. He was arrested and died in exile in Semipalatinsk; daughters Luba and Maria live in the US.

Luba ? (nee Trahtenberg) (1885-1948): lived in Gaisin; during the war was in the ghetto with her daughters Manya and Fira. Fira died in the ghetto in 1943, Manya lives in Israel.

Hontsia ? (nee Trahtenberg) (1905-1980s): lived and died in Yaroslavl; teacher of younger classes; her son Arkadiy lives in Yaroslavl 

Zlata Trahtenberg: shot by fascists in one of the towns in Vinnitsa province in 1941.

Iosif Trahtenberg (1900s-1918): perished during the Civil War.
