	Elena Ivleva (nee Sandler) (Jewish name: Entl) (1894–1978): finished a course in accounting and became an accountant. Was married and had 2 children, lived in Minsk (today Belarus) and was a housewife. Her husband was shot in 1937.

Grigory Sandler (Jewish name: Gersh) (1895–1970s): lived in Minsk worked as a turner, was married and had 2 sons.

Pyotr Sandler (Jewish name: Peisah) (1899–1984): lived in Minsk worked as a turner. His wife, son and daughter perished in Kopyl on 22nd June 1941. He married again after the war and had a son with his second wife.
