And my father didn't even put any effort into it. In 1939 my father had us all converted. He was a liberal – as far as Judaism as such went. He himself said that already our grandfather, so his father, should have had him converted before 1918. He quite wanted for us to in time have Catholic families and for our children to be more inclined to Catholicism.
