	Hanna Spirt (nee Gonopolskaya) (1899-1989): worker in shoe factory and housewife, lived in Odessa, was in evacuation in Kustanai (today Kazakhstan). She was married to Joseph Spirt, had a son Ilia (1926-2000), who was at the front during WWII. Ilia has a daughter, Rita.

Riva Gonopolskaya (1903-1922): student, lived in Kiev, single, committed suicide

Izia Gonopolskiy (1906-1943): military, lived in Odessa, wife Rosa, Jewish, no children. Izia perished at the front.

Dora Mezhyshko (nee Gonopolskaya) (1910-1991): housewife, lived in Odessa, husband Efim Mezhyshko, Jew. She was in evacuation in Kustanai during WWII. Son Senia lives in the US with his family.

Lyonia Gonopolskiy (1913 – 1941): military, Odessa, married, perished at the front. His son Alik lives in Germany.

	Tsalia Weiser (1899-1940): musician, lived in Odessa, married a Jewess, died of cancer. Daughter Polia Krutyansky, nee Weiser, (1919-1986) was in evacuation in Tashkent (today Uzbekistan), has two children, Sveta and Roman.

Yasha Weiser (1901-1980s): lived in Odessa before and Rustavi (today Georgia) after WWII, married twice, both wives Jewish, first wife Zhenia perished during occupation of Odessa. Second wife was called Rosa. son from Zhenia called Lyova.

Moisey Weiser (1906-1940): worked at confectionery factory in Odessa, married a Jewess, two daughters Mara and Marina, who live in Israel. Moisey died of cancer before WWII

Mara Seltzer (nee Weiser) (1908-1941): housewife, lived in Odessa, married to a Jew, daughter Riva. Mara and her daughter perished in the ghetto in Odessa.
