	My parents were liberal Jews. They didn't follow the kashrut and went to the synagogue only on the major Jewish holidays. Dad really just stood there, but Mom always brought her prayer book. I don’t remember whether we kept Sabbath before the war, but I do remember that on Saturday afternoons my mother’s friends, who were very conscious of their Jewishness, would come to visit. After my grandmother’s death (on my mother’s side), my grandfather regularly came to my parents’ for Passover and led seder. We kept Chanukkah in a simple fashion. Every day (of eight in all) we would light only one candle and then would move it to a different place on the eight-place candelabra. We never had a Christmas tree. At Rosh Hashanah we went to the synagogue.

I think that like every person to whom fate has been hard she in the end lost her faith. Her husband died quite early on, she became a widow at the age of 39. In 1928 her younger son also died. These losses broke her faith. She observed Jewish holidays only marginally and went to the synagogue on only the major holidays. She didn’t have a kosher household at all.
