Rosa ? (Zeldovich) (1880-1941): nurse, lived in Odessa, married to Jew called Natan, two children: Munia and Nyuma. She was killed in the ghetto in Odessa; her husband and children perished at the front during WWII.
Elizabeth ? (nee Zeldovich) (1882-1941): doctor, lived in Lodz (today Poland), married, daughter Ella, moved to Belgium in 1939, the whole family perished in 1940 on the way to England.
Boris Zeldovich (1884-1910): artist, Saint-Petersburg (today Russia), married, two children: Lilia and Rafael. Rafael was an artist, too, died in 1992. 

Leo Zeldovich (1886-1930): shipbuilding engineer, died in Leningrad, was married but had no children.

Aron Zeldovich (1890-1957): lived in Odessa, served in tsarist army during WWI, in captivitiy in Austria. Shop superintendent in a garment factory. His wife Sarah moved to Australia and further on to America in the 1970s, died in the 1980s. Son Lyoma, lives in America, works as a doctor.
Manya ? (nee Zeldovich) (1892-1976): housewife, lived in Moscow (today Russia), husband Semyon. Daughter Ella, lives in Israel, works as a doctor.

Isaac Chernenko (1884-1941): shop assistant, lived in Odessa, wife Bella and son Leonid. The whole family was shot in Dalnik village, Odessa region.

Israel Chernenko (1888-1941): shop assistant, lived in Odessa, wife Rachel, no children. They were both killed in Odessa during the German occupation. 

Clara Berdichevskaya (nee Chernenko) (1890-1947): housewife, lived in Odessa, married, daughter Katherine. Her husband was Russian, imprisoned in 1949 and sent to Siberia (no more information about him).
