	I lived with my grandfather. On Fridays our entire family regularly met for dinner at our place. I don’t think that we cooked kosher. I remember that we often cooked shoulet [chulent], but I didn’t like it. We celebrated Jewish holidays, not so much Chanukkah, but Passover regularly. We had Passover supper, I remember hard-boiled eggs, matzoh and vegetables.
