Leonid Magner (Jewish name: Leiba) (before 1900-1965): finished Higher Party School, party organizer at Odessa railroad. Married, wife Anna, doctor. 2 children: son Michael and daughter Anna.
Ekaterina ? (nee Magner) (Jewish name: Keilia) (after 1900-1950): married, no children. Clerk, lived in Odessa.

Isaac Magner (after 1900-1950): moved to Moscow (today Russia) in the 1920s. Clerk, single. At the front during WWII, returned to Moscow after the war.
