	Esther Schigol (1890-1950s): was born in Polonoye, she was involved in political and revolutionary activities. She left for the USA in 1915. Married there and had 3 children.

Etl Schigol (1892-1950s): was born in Polonoye, left for the USA and married there, they were farmers. They had 2 daughters.

Gershl Schigol (1894–1941): was born in Polonoye. He was killed by the Germans along with his wife and 3 children.

? Schigol (1895–1941): was born in Polonoye. He was killed by the Germans along with his wife and 4 children.

Motl Schigol (1900-1957): was born in Polonoye and lived in Murafa. He worked at the mill there, was married and had 2 children. He and his family survived the war.
