Osher Voloshyn (1892-1942): lived in Leningrad, died during the blockade together with his son Grisha.

Rachel Serson (nee Voloshynа) (1898–1970s): lived in Yaruga and worked at a vineyard. She was in the ghetto in Mohilev-Podolsk. Her daughters Riva, Dusia and her son Naum live in the USA.
