How religious was your parents’ home? How were you raised?

	The family wasn’t quite religious; it was rather my father who observed religion (he prayed daily wearing tefillin and tallit). Since we lived in a Szekler community, we rather assimilated. My mother would have eaten treyf too, but it didn’t occur, we kept a kosher household, and observed Sabbath.


What is your mother tongue?

	Hungarian


What other languages do you speak?

	Romanian


Where were you during the Holocaust?

	Evacuation: Kaposvar (one year and a half), 1942-1944
Concentration camp: Auschwitz-Birkenau (today Poland), Ravensbrück (today Germany), Neustadt bei Coburg (sub-camp of Buchenwald)

Death march: in the surroundings of Neustadt bei Coburg (today Germany), for approximately two weeks


What did you do after the Holocaust?

	I got married and raised my children.

Margaret Gluck (f) (nee Margit Struhl) (Husband: Matyas Gluck, born in Brasso, lived in Bucharest, previously spent some years in Paris, France, originally he was a goldsmith, but during his marriage he worked in the catering industry. They moved from Bucharest to Csernovic, today Ukraine. From there they were fleeing by train: the husband missed the train somewhere, and got to Auschwitz, but survived; Margit got to Siberia, spent 6 years there. Both returned to Brasso, then at the end of the 1940s made aliyah, and from Israel emigrated to Canada.)

Jeno: Marosvasarhely, 1991 (In around 1941 Tolnatamasi was assigned as a forced domicile for him. Then he did work service in Hajmasker/today Hungary/, from where he escaped and hid until the war ended.)

Andor: Marosvasarhely, 2007 (In around 1941 Tolnatamasi was assigned as a forced domicile for him. From there he was taken to Ukraine to do work service, then he was taken prisoner of war by the Russians /Gorkij/, he returned in 1948.)
