1) Aaron: served in the tsarist army, killed in the Carpathian mountains during WWI.












2) David: died in Harbin, his daughter Betty lives in Israel.________________

3) Grigori: owned a printing-house in Harbin, then another in Shanghai, lost all property during nationalization. After it became mentally sick. With the help of the Jewish community he emigrated to Denmark where died in a retirement_ home. Was married a few times, but had no children._____________________ 

4) Isaac: dental mechanic, left for Israel with his wife Cilja and daughter in___ 1949. They lived in Hadera where Isaac worked in the harbor and Cilja had her own hairdressing saloon .____________________________________________

5) Lazar: after the closing of the KVZhD (China Eastern Railroad) he left for the_ USSR in 1934. With his family (wife Klavdia and son Moses) he was deported___ to the GULAG. Fate unknown._________________________________________

6) Tanya : died after accidental shooting in Harbin when coming home from____ gymnasium._______________________________________________________

7) Zina (married name Robinson): in the beginning of 50s she left for the USA. She, her husband Joseph and daughter Tatyana lived in Brooklyn, New York. Now her daughter Tatyana with her two children is living in Canada. 




8) Zhenya (married name Nemerovskaya): with her husband, Isaac and two sons, Mark and Aaron, she left for the USA in 1935. They lived in Brooklyn, New York.
