What sort of work do/did you do?

	Before the war: comforter maker (in her brother’s comforter shop)

After the war: until 1950 she worked in her brother’s tapestry shop, then from 1951 she was a senior clerk, then sales manager assistant and sales manager at different catering companies.  


How religious was your parents’ home? How were you raised?

	I come from a religious family. We observed all important holidays (Pesach, Rosh Hashanah etc.). The family regularly went to a prayer house, later to the Dohany Street synagogue. I still regularly observe the Day of Atonement, Rosh Hashanah (I go to the synagogue), and I observe the rules of the kashrut to some extent.

	Istvan Endrei (marriage: 1941)

(Father: Laszlo Endrei, name magyarized from Edelstein before WWI. He died in WWI. Mother: Katalin Roth, married for the second time, her husband had a clothing and underwear shop in Debrecen. Two sons were born from this marriage, one of them was called Laszlo; he was born in 1926. Laszlo and his mother were deported, they both perished.)

Istvan Laki (helpmeet from 1958 until 1982) (he was a divorced man with two sons. The children were raised by their mother, but they spent a lot of time with their father. She considers one of the boys, Andor, her foster-son, he died in 2001 of a heart attack. The other boy defected, he lives in Brazil, she doesn‘t keep in touch with him. )

How religious was she?

	She was quite religious, she tried to manage a kosher household at first, she only gave it up when the maids kept breaking the rules of the kashrut. They observed the Jewish holidays at home, she made chulent for Saturdays, which they took to the kosher baker to have it baked, and there was also challah at the Friday evening dinner. She used to go to the synagogue on Fridays, she had a bar mitzvah held for her son.
