Dvoira Veltman (1895–1958): was a teacher of Yiddish, was in evacuation in Siberia (Omsk region). Died in Lvov. Her daughter Nina lives in Israel, her other daughter Nyusia died in Israel.

Ershl Veltman (1899–1990): was a teacher of mathematics, died in Donbass. His daughter Rosa is a doctor and lives in Donbass. His son Mark is an engineer and lives in Israel.

Velv  Veltman: died before the Russian Revolution of 1917.

She was in evacuation in Uzbekistan. Three children: Gidal (born in 1912), perished during the war in 1943. Volodia (born 1924), Dora Fridman (nee Shnaiderman) (born in 1916) graduated from the Medical College in Odessa.
