	Anna Shoihet (nee Reznik) (1900-1995): finished Odessa Medical Institute, lived in Kiev, planner, economist, was in evacuation in Chimkent (today Kazakhstan), married to Pavel Shoihet, daughter Marina, who lives in Kiev.

Israel Reznik (Jewish name: Srul) (1902-1918): killed during a pogrom in Gaisin

Boris Reznik (1910-1972): was a military, and after WWII director of a store, married to Sonia, daughter Mara

Emil Reznik (1916-2000): took part in the WWII, was a tank man, worked as lecturer at tank school in Kiev after the war, married, two children


Where was he during the Holocaust?

	On the front near Stalingrad (today Volgograd, Russia), after he was wounded, Chimkent (today Kazakhstan), Makat (today Kazakhstan)

	Worked as a photographer in Kiev

	Moisey Shoov (1895-1937): worker at a plant, lived in Moscow (today Russia) with his wife and his daughter Nyusia, who was married to his brother Shoil but died when giving birth to their son Gennadiy 

Boris Shoov (1897-1947): moved to Moscow after Civil War, accountant assistant in a shop, in evacuation during WWII, married to Emilia, two children: son Efim, who lives in the USA and daughter Irina, who lives in Israel.

Iol Shoov (1899-1960): moved to Australia and then Israel, where he died 

Mina Belenkaya (nee Shoov) (1898-1956): lived in Astrakhan (today Russia), husband Isaak Belenkiy was a photographer. She worked as janitor and deactivation assistant, was in evacuation in Miass (today Russia) during WWII stayed afterwards and died there; her two sons, Leonid and Semyon, perished at the front during WWII

Polya Shoov (1902-1965): moved to Australia, and then Israel where she died 

Israel Shoov (1908-1976): lived and worked in Moscow, leather specialist, lectured as well, married to Shura, a pianist, no children

Rieva Rabinovich (nee Shoov) (1910-1952): married to Boris Rabinovich, in evacuation in Miass, no children

Shoil Shoov (1915-1998): worked at automobile plant in Moscow, at the front during WWII, and seven years in Gulag camp, emigrated to the USA in the 1970s, was married to his brother Moisey’s daughter Nyusia, his son Gennadiy lives in Moscow (today Russia)
