David Zastavkis: was born in Polonnoye before 1903 and was a pharmacist. Went to Palestine with his wife’s family before the Revolution of 1917. Died in Israel in 1984. His son and daughter live in Israel.

Mikhail Zastavkis: was born in Polonnoye in 1902 and died in Leningrad in 1978. Shop manager at a machine building plant. Married with two daughters.

Riva Zastavkis: was born in Polonnoye before 1903 and did in Kiev in 1970. Was married, in 1936 her husband was executed after being charged with espionage. Riva and her son were sent to Zhmerinka. She was an accountant. After retiring she moved to Kiev to her son.

Yankel Zastavkis: was born in Polonnoye in 1905 and died in Leningrad (Russia) in the 1980s. Married with one daughter Lialia. Worked as an engineer at the plant.

 Bronia Zastavkis: was born in Polonnoye after 1903 and did in Kiev in 1986. Housewife, son Leonid. After the war lived in Kiev with her son’s family.

Hana Zastavkis: was born in Polonnoye and died in the Crimea in 1998. Married, lived in Polonnoye, had one son. Her husband perished at the front. After the war she lived with her sister Riva in Zhmerinka and then with her son in Kiev. Got married a 2nd time and moved with her husband to the Crimea.
