Aron Deich 1895-1975, worked at the publishing office in Kiev, was in the evacuation in Perm, had children: Samuil (died), Naomi (lives in Kiev)

Bronia Deich 1898-1975, worked at a plant in Kiev, had no children

Nelia Paniah (nee - Deich) 1904-1990, lived in Leningrad, was in the evacuation in Kazan, had children: Victor and Alexandr – they live in St.-Petersburg
