Two sisters lived in Dvinsk: 

Sara or Sonya Murina (nee Kopelovich): the youngest, she had three kids; - 

Fanya lived in Vilaki (no further information); 

Four brothers who settled in Vitebsk in 1920-1921, they did simple unskilled work:

Khaikl Kopelovich: the eldest; his daughters (Sofia, Rose, Lilia, Emma) settled in Krasnodar (today Russia) after the war; 

Grigory (Grisha) Kopelovich: his grandchildren and great-grandchildren live in Israel and the USA;

Leibe (or Lev or Lyova) Kopelovich: his daughter and grandchildren live in Vitebsk; 

Isaac Kopelovich: lived in Vitebsk, had two kids;

Kopl Kopelovich: lived in Dvinsk, was a porter (delivering flour to shops) (no further information); 

Moisei Kopelovich: lived in Dvinsk, was an electrician, adopted daughter Bella Yakhnina lives in Riga.
