Lipa Shapiro: born in Borisov in the early 1910s. Studied at heder and in grammar school in Borisov. In the late 1920s moved to Leningrad where he studied and worked. In 1941 was recruited to the army. In 1941 captured by the Germans, perished in captivity. 

Rebecca Rudnitskaya (nee Shapiro): born in Borisov in 1917. Finished grammar school in Borisov. Moved to Leningrad with her parents in the 1930s. Worked as turner and driver. In 1938 married Vladimir Rudnitskiy, military pilot. Had 3 daughters: Ludmila, born in 1939, Ella, born in 1941 and Galia, born in 1948. Died in Leningrad in 1977.



Where was he during the Holocaust?

Professional military, pilot, military regiment in Leningrad  

If he survived, what did he do after?

Served in the army; from 1959 worked as chief engineer for preparation of construction sites for new housing/Montazhspetsstroy, Kiev

Tenia Mezo (nee Gershenovich): born in Borisov in 1906. Finished Russian grammar school in Borisov and Business Institute in Moscow. Worked as economist. During the war was in evacuation in Zlatoust, Ural. Married to a Jew, David Mezo. Daughter Ella Zolotaryovskaya lives in Israel. Died in Moscow in the late 1970s. 
Faina Gershenovich: born in Borisov in 1909. Finished Russian grammar school in Borisov and Accountant College in Moscow. Worked as accountant in various offices in Moscow. During the war was in evacuation. Single. Daughter Inna, born in 1936. Died at the beginning of 2001.  

Alexandra Litvin (nee Gershenovich): born in Borisov in 1915. Finished Russian school in Borisov. During the war was in evacuation. Housewife. In 1973 her husband professor Fyodor Litvin, Jewish, and she moved to Chicago, US. They have a son and a daughter. 

Ida Podolskaya  (nee Gershenovich): born in Borisov in 1917. Finished Russian school in Borisov and graduated from Moscow University/profession: microbiology. During the war was in evacuation. In 1945 returned to Moscow. Husband Daniil Podolskiy, Jewish. Has two sons. The older son Boris lives in Leningrad. Ida and her younger son Mark have lived in New York since 1990. 

Sophia Ziskind (nee Gershenovich): born in Borisov in 1919. Finished Russian secondary school in Borisov and Leningrad Optomechanical Institute.  During the war was in evacuation. Worked at optical institutes in Leningrad. Husband: David Ziskind, Jewish. Died in Leningrad in 1978. Daughter Irina and son Michael live in the US. 

Samuel Gershenovich: born in Borisov in 1921. Finished Russian school in Borisov. In 1937 entered Moscow Energy Institute. In 1943 went to the front. Was shell-shocked. After the war lived in Minsk with his family. Died in Minsk in the 1980s.

Accountant/typist, was at the locations where her husband served 

If she survived, what did she do after?

Before 1948: economist in Lvov and Kharkov

After 1948: housewife
