	Rosa Yufa (nee Kriss) (1888-1960s): was born in Sidelkovo, housewife, her husband was a clerk. Her son Anatoliy perished in Kiev, her daughter Asia lives in St. Petersburg.

Clara Waisberg (nee Kriss) (1890-1950s): was born in Sidelkovo, housewife. Her son Munia perished at the front, her daughter Beba died after the war.

Hana Kriss (1892-1970s): was born in Sidelkovo. She was single. She was deaf and didn’t work. She died in Kiev.

Pesia Kriss (1897-1960s): was born in Sidelkovo. She was a doctor and worked at the hospital in Fergana, Uzbekistan. She was single and died in Kiev.

Enta Kriss (1900-1960s): was born in Sidelkovo. She was single and worked as a streetcar driver. She died in Kiev.

Golda ? (nee Kriss) (1905-1970s): was born in Sidelkovo. Her husband perished at the front, her child died on the way to evacuation to Fergana, Uzkebistan. She died in Kiev.

	Zeidel Kodrianskiy (1885-1941): was born in Makarov, worked as a loader at a store. He had 3 children: Zinoviy, Munia, Malka. He was killed in Kiev.

Shloime Kodrianskiy (1888-1918): was born in Makarov, worked as a tailor. He and his wife Hava and their children perished during a pogrom in Makarov.

Gershl Kodrianskiy (1890-1960s): was born in Makarov and was a worker. He had 3 children: Rachel, Charna, Munia. He died in Kiev.

Beshyva Kodrianskaya (1890s-1930s): was born in Makarov, was a housewife. She lived and died in Kiev.

Nehama Kodrianskaya (1890s-1918): was born in Makarov, was a housewife, perished during a pogrom in Makarov.
