Tell me about her brothers and sisters. (name, date of birth and death, occupation, place of residence, family, etc.)

	My mother had one brother and five sisters. They were all born in the 1900s. Buka and Sofi were older than my mother and Solomon, Zelma, Lunna and Paola were younger than her.

Solomon Josef Elazar (1908-1998): went to France in 1933 and became the director of the socks factory Chesterfield there. He got married to a Bulgarian Jew there. He was quite a noble man; he used to support the whole family financially. Buka Nisim (nee Elazar): went to Israel, lived in the town of Iafo, was a housewife. 

Sofi ? (nee Elazar): married, her husband’s first name is Haim. She went to Israel and worked as a cleaner.

Zelma Avramova (nee Elazar): got married to textile merchant Mois Avramov. She went to Tel Aviv (today Israel) at the end of the 1940s. 

Lunna Albelda (nee Elazar): got married to Haim Albelda who was a military officer in Bulgaria and the director of Geula bank. He became a bank director in Tel Aviv. They have one child, David.

	Paola Gadol (nee Elazar): got married to Solomon Gadol who was a clerk in Tel Aviv. They have a son Nisim, who is married to a French woman.

If she survived, what did she do after?

	She went to Israel in 1953, where she worked in a paints workshop and as a babysitter. She came back to Sofia from Tel Aviv and worked as a babysitter here.

	My grandfather was a chazzan in the synagogue in Kiustendil. He had a long beard. He didn’t have payes or a kaftan. He knew a lot of prayers in Hebrew and kept reading them all the time. He strictly observed all the rituals and the Jewish holidays.
