Iosif Shlemovich (1903-1943): born in Zhvantsy, married, lived in Novosibirsk (today Russia) before the war. His wife, he, and her family were sent into exile in Siberia. In 1941 he volunteered to go to the front. He perished at the Leningrad front. His son lives in Novosibirsk, his daughter in Israel.

Shprintsia Baron (nee Shlemovich) (1906-1942): born in Zhvantsy, married to Aron Baron, lived in Zhvantsy, then Dunayevtsy, Khmelnitskiy region, was a housewife. Had two sons, Israel and Berl. The family perished in the ghetto in Dunayevtsy in 1942.

Sarah Shnaiderman (nee Shlemovich) (1910-1984): born in Zhvantsy, married to Gersh Shnaiderman, lived in Kharkov, was a housewife. One daughter died in infancy, later they had twins. During the war the family was in Novosibirsk (today Russia) in evacuation and stayed to live there after the war.

Israel Gilberg (1892-1970): born in Mohilev-Podolsk, was a medical assistant, had 4 children. 2 sons and a daughter live in Germany, 1 daughter died.

Velvl Gilberg (1894-1978): born in Mohilev-Podolsk, was an accountant, married, had 3 children.

Reizl ? (nee Gilberg) (1896-1923): born in Mohilev-Podolsk, was married to a Romanian, lived in Bucharest, had 2 sons. Her husband owned stores.

Ilia Gilberg (1900-1941): born in Mohilev-Podolsk, was an accountant, had 5 children with his wife Sheiva. All perished in Babi Yar on 29th September 1941.
