Where were you during the Holocaust?

First in her own flat which was in a protected house. In October 1944 she and her sister Anna were taken to Isaszeg for work, like most Jewish women in Budapest between the ages of 16 and 40. They were brought back after a few days and marched on foot to Zurendorf, Austria. From here they were sent back to
 Hungary by train and she and her sister worked in a kitchen in a village in
 Western Hungary, close to the border. They left this village when the Russians went in and they came back to Budapest.

1. Ignacz (1852-1920): graduated from the Faculty of Law, representative of the city of Petrozseny, had five children







2. Lajos (cc. 1855 - ?): emigrated to the US around 1900, founded an family there, corresponded with family in Hungary





3. Miksa (cc 1857 - ?): married a woman in Vienna, had a knitwear shop with clients from Paris, he was rich







4. Izidor: furniture merchant, had four children, he played cards


5. Bertalan: had a wife, he died in 1914 of TB





6. Ida: married in Hungary and emigrated with her husband to the US around  1900, they had a son Lajos born in 1902 and another son Pal born in 1905, they came back in 1913 and she died in Hungary in 1919 



7. Malvin (1879-1932): she had a very bad marriage of which she had two daughters born (Julia in 1905, Lili in 1906), both her daughters died during the Holocaust, only Julia´s two sons survived. 




Where was he during the Holocaust?

He was hiding with false papers according to which he was Lajos Kovacs, a Christian and a teacher, who fled with his wife from Hajduszoboszlo. He died of diarrhea in the summer of 1945 in Gyongyos.

1. Mor (1871-1932), worked on the Stock Exchange. Committed suicide because of the stock market crisis. Magyarized his name to Karman. Had a son Istvan who died in forced labor in 1944 and a daughter Klari, who is still alive in the US. She married a religious Jew and they left for New York when the first anti-Jewish law was introduced. His wife worked in her mother’s elegant

 underwear shop. She survived the war in the interviewee’s flat which was in a protected house and emigrated to America in 1947.





2. Artur (1878-1964), was a mechanic, and worked all over Europe. He settled finally in Hamburg and married a Christian who already had two grown-up daughters. They had two sons together. In 1913 they moved back to Hungary and he worked in his father’s stove making business. In 1919 after a row with his father he left for Hamburg with his family. He worked as a mechanic in a Jewish movie theater. He was unjustly accused of murdering a child and after being acquitted, he was interned and this is how he survived the war. His
 older son became an SS soldier and his younger a Wermacht soldier and both died in the war.










3. Berta (1882-1905)died young as a bride to be married because of



rheumatism which caused a heart condition.
