	My father’s brothers and sisters were all born near Konotop (name of village unknown)
Shaya Gurevich (1888–1969): lived in Moscow (today Russia), worker, married, three children, live in Moscow.

Esfir ? (nee Gurevich) (1891–1970): lived in Moscow, moved to Leningrad after she got married, housewife, two children. During WWII her husband perished at the front, Esfir and her children stayed in the blockade in Leningrad. The children starved to death. Esfir lived with the family of her brother Shaya in Moscow after WWII.

Bertha Gurevich (1893–1971): lived in Konotop, housewife, single.

Ilia Gurevich (Jewish name: Ele) (1895–1938) lived in Kursk (today Russia), was the only one in the family with education, married, one son called Ilia. Chief accountant at sugar factory. Died of tuberculosis.

Chaim Gurevich (1896–1931): No information

Ionia Gurevich (1899–1939): lived in Kiev, had a mental disorder and stayed in Kiev Mental hospital, where he died.

	In evacuation in Margilan, Fergana valley (today Uzbekistan), 1941-1942; in Soviet army as driver, 1942–1945

	Lived in Konotop, was a miller

Riva ? (nee Simonovskaya) (1898–1941): lived in Kiev after she got married to a Russian, studied at college, one son, housewife, shot in Babi Yar in Kiev.
Nyunia ? (nee Simonovskaya) (1903–1956): lived in Konotop, typist, married, no children. In evacuation in the Ural during WWII, returned to Konotop after WWII.

Rosalia Shmerkina (nee Simonovskaya) (Jewish name: Reizl) (1905–1992): typist, her husband was a baker, one daughter, Esfir. After she got married she lived in Pryluki, after WWII in Lvov, emigrated to Australia in 1991 with her family.

Sonia Shmerkina (nee Simonovskaya) (1908–1985), lived in Lvov, typist, her husband was a baker, one son, Arkadi. After she got married she lived in Pryluki, after WWII in Lvov.
