Tell me about her brothers and sisters. (name, date of birth and death, occupation, place of residence, family, etc.)

	Ania Vilenskaya (Jewish name: Hana) (1902-1985): teacher of history, director of school, lived in Kiev, Uman and Vasilkov, was in evacuation in Stalingrad region (today Russia) during World War II, son Stalia was director of boarding school in Vasilkov.

Feigl Vilenskaya (1906-1925): lived in Radomyshl, single, no children

Nochim Vilenski (1908-1945): lived in Radomyshl and Kiev, party member, arrested, was in evacuation in Fergana (today Uzbekistan) during WWII, went to the front, perished in battles on the Oder. His daughter, Nelia, lives in Kiev.

Odl Vilenskaya (1910-1910s): died in infancy

Moshe Vilenski (1912-1987): finished Mining College, director of mine, mining engineer, during the war was in evacuation in Fergana, children: Maya, lives in Kiev; Chava and Vladislav, live in Israel 


Where was she during the Holocaust?

	In evacuation in Stalingrad region and Kyzyl-Kiya (today Kyrgyzstan)


If she survived, what did she do after?

	Worked at school in Vasilkov, later lived in Kiev

	Brusilov, 1879

	Before the Revolution of 1917:manager of fabric factory

After the Revolution of 1917: manual laborer

	My grandfather was very religious: he was a Hasid, went to the synagogue every day before the Revolution of 1917, wore a kippah, tallit, beard and payes. After the Revolution he only wore a beard, observed Jewish traditions and celebrated all holidays

	Beshyva Geller (1875-1977): dressmaker, married, her husband and little daughter died during the Civil War, son Israel Geller, is a scientist

	Lived with his daughter in Vasilkov and Kiev

	My grandmother was very religious: she was a Hasid, wore a wig and observed all Jewish traditions, followed the kashrut, celebrated Sabbath and all Jewish holidays.


What was her mother tongue? 

	Yiddish


Tell me about her brothers and sisters. (name, date of birth and death, occupation, place of residence, family, etc.)

	Basheva Rabinovich (nee Shteinberg) (1885-1950s): lived in Radomyshl, owned a confectionery shop, daughter Bronia perished in Babi Yar, Kiev, in 1941, Daughters Raya and Fira lived in Leningrad. Basheva was a Hasid, but her daughters were atheists. Bronia and Fira lived in Kiev. They were both married. Fira died in the 1970s and Raya in the 1980s. 
Berko Shteinberg (1892-1960s): orthopedist, lived in Leningrad, was in the army during the war, wife Rosa, daughter Sophia.


Where was she during the Holocaust?

	In evacuation in Maly Tuzuklei (today Russia), Fergana (today Uzbekistan), died in evacuation
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
