Mark Tomchinskiy 1895-1941, party activist, was shot by Germans near Kiev,  children: Leonid (perished at the front in the 1940s), Vladimir (lives in Israel) 

Ida Tomchinskaya 1907-1965, was in evacuation in Ashgabad, her husband Leonid was at the front, she spent her last years in Odessa
