Moisey Goldenberg (1865-1935): lived in Yaruga, studied Torah and Talmud, married 3 times and had five children.

Isaac Goldenberg (1885-1975): manager of a landlord’s estate, lived in Yaruga, 7 children, stayed in occupied Yaruga during the war.
