Stepbrother Isaac Vollerner (1873–1916): born in Zhytomyr, lived in Radomyshl,, married, had children, killed during a Jewish pogrom

Emmanuel Vollerner (1875–1970s): lived in Malin, dentist, married, three children

Moisey Vollerner (1876–1960s): graduated from Medical Faculty of Tallinn University (today Estonia), lived in Kiev, venerologist, married, no children

Isaac Tetelbaum (1882–1943): born in Tulchin, lived in Kiev, dentist, married, three children, in evacuation in Tashkent (today Uzbekistan)
Moisey Tetelbaum (1884–1941):born in Tulchin, lived in Kiev, dentist, married, two children, killed in Babi Yar in Kiev with his family
Malia ? (nee Tetelbaum) (1886–1941): born in Tulchin, lived in Pechora, Vinnitsa region, housewife, two children. She was shot in Babi Yar in Kiev; the family was killed in the German death camp in Pechora

Gitlia Vollerner (nee Tetelbaum) (1892-1942): finished dentistry school in Kiev, married the interviewee’s father in 1916, no children of her own, was in evacuation in Alopaevsk (today Russia)
