	Motl Kotliar (1895-1970s): born in Beltsy, was a tailor, had several wives and 15 children, who moved to Israel in the late 1940s. 

Sarah Kotliar (1898-1982): born in Beltsy, died in Chernovtsy, seamstress, single.

One younger brother, name unknown (1903-1940s): born in Beltsy, lived in Chernovtsy, was a shoemaker, married, 3 sons and a daughter, perished at the front in the 1940s. His wife Nehama and their children moved to Israel in the 1970s.

	My grandfather and grandmother had 14 siblings, of which only four survived. All of them were born in Orgeyev.

Haika ? (nee Moshkoutzan) (1892–1970): seamstress, her husband perished at the front. In evacuation in the Ural (Russia). Her 2 daughters live in Israel.

Makhlia ? (nee Moshkoutzan) (1900–1941): married, housewife, 2 sons, Haim and Yasha. Her husband, she and their children were shot by the fascists in 1941.

Haim Moshkoutzan (1902–1943): perished at the front. Lived in Beltsy, shoemaker, married. Her daughter, Polia, lives in Israel.

Entsa ? (nee Moshkoutzan) (1909–1950s): Her husband was a klezmer, she was a housewife. 2 daughters who live in Israel and the US.
