Lazar Derbaremdiker (1885–1933): Leningrad, tanner, perished during the blockade of Leningrad (today St. Petersburg, Russia). Children: Asia, 1912-1970s, engineer; Haya, born in 1928, dentist, lives in New York (USA); Abram, born in 1915, lives in Rostov-on-Don (today Russia); Frida, born in 1920, economist, lives in New York.

Zakhar Derbaremdiker (1895–1978): born in Kiev, chief accountant, married, his daughter Polina lives in Israel.

Asia Derbaremdiker (1890–1911): died young of some disease

Zlata ? (nee Derbaremdiker) (1883–1970): housewife, married, four children, her son Abram lives in Israel.

Milka ? (nee Derbaremdiker) (1892–1932): Berdichev, housewife. Children: Klara, Lyova, Honia, Elka. Her husband, who was a tinsmith and her daughter Elka were killed in Berdichev in 1941.

Feiga ? (nee Derbaremdiker) (1893–1969): Berdichev, left for Birobidzhan in 1932, moved to Stalinabad (today Dushanbe, Tajikistan) in 1942. Children: Grisha perished on the front; Matvey, born in 1928, lives in Israel; daughters Asia and Shyfra moved to Israel in 1989. Shyfra died in Israel.
