Leonid Opendak (1894–1934): accountant, lived in Odessa.

Raya Opendak (1898–1957): medical nurse, lived in Odessa, was single. She was in the ghetto in Odessa and in the camp in Domanevka village during WW II. 
Fima Opendak (1900–1937): member of the Communist Party and head of the editorial office of The Young Guard Komsomol magazine in Moscow (today Russia). Arrested during the Great Terror in 1937 and executed. He was married and had three sons, who live in Moscow.

Genia Opendak (1912–1987): party official, was arrested in 1937 but released 8 years later. Him and his wife, Zhenia, settled down in Monchegorsk, Murmansk region (today Russia).
