Richard Katzenstein
Richard Katzenstein was born on the 17th of December 1878 as a son of a trader in Hanover. His parents were called Sigismund and Sophie Katzenstein. With his brothers and sisters Hans-Otto (*1880), Else Esther (*1886) and Karl Viktor (*1896) he lived in miserable conditions. Because he was a very good student, he could finish his law study from 1897 to 1899. In 1900 he sent his exam to Berlin and was sworn in. He did a part of his education in the district court of Hanover, nevertheless, this finished around a doctor's check to put away. In the end of October 1904 he passed his state check in Celle. Although he after a transfer in the district court of Hannover asked for, he was moved to Hildesheim. In 1906 he became an assistant judge in the county of Posen and Gneißen. Then he suffered from several losses in his family: His brother Hans Otto died on the 24th of July, 1924 of nephritic failure and in November his father died after a seroius illness as well. At the end of the year he got in spite of good judgement to get no festival setting. On October, 13th 1905 he married Lilli Dux, the daughter of a bank owner. Because of that he got some religious considers. She came from a well-to-do family and he against it had constantly financial problems. In 1910 he became the Justice of the Peace in Geestenmünde and later his children Ilse, Hanna, Hans and Viktor were also born there. While he fought a brief year as soldier in a replacement battalion, he got a heart disease. Then he might start on the 1st of July a new place and 10 months later he was appointed to the uplands court in Celle. In 1926 his wife had to be in a sanatorium for quite a long time, because she fell ill in nervous affection. After he on the 25th of October, 1933 in the retirement went he moved with his family to Berlin and found accommodations with his sister, nevertheless, Elsa Esther, shortly after they fled to Palestine. In 1940 he got the news from Hanover that his mother had passed away, and two years later his sister and his brother-in-law died, because they committed suicide around the concentration camp to escape. Shortly after that, on October, 20th 1942, Richard Katzenstein died in Jerusalem.

Today the street which passes the country courthouse is named after him.
