his life:

In spite of the family’s bad financial situation, the parents enabled their sons to go to grammar school in Celle. 1827 Phillip left school before the summer holidays in order to go to Berlin where he could expect support to his school studies and, later his academic studies. He completed school with distinction and was accepted at the Berlin University as a Jewish citizen. After 3 years he left the university with  particularly good marks on his report. Afterwards he went to state university in Goettingen. On the 14.09.1831 he did his doctorate. On the 10.11.1831 he finished the university with an excellent report. On the 29.01.1832 he was allowed to work as a doctor in Celle on condition that he treated sick people in the poor district of Celle  for free. In 1835 Celle experienced 2 awful epidemics, typhoid fever and dysentery. After Dawosky noticed a connection between the marshy deepening in the poor district of Celle and the spread of the epidemics, he reported this to the administrative district. Consequently  the marsh was drained.
On the 11.01.1837 he made an application for compensation for his many years of unpaid work. In 1847 he got a job at the railroad line, Lehrte-Hamburg, to do the medical care for almost 1000 men. Although he didn’t expect a big compensation, he wasn’t allowed to keep the job. And though he always tried hard, he wasn’t awarded a degree of honour, which made him very angry. When he died with 63 years, many of his patients honoured him at his public funeral.
