Lesson: “Three Promises”
Required time: one class period (45 minutes)
Target audience:  students aged 14 – 18
Class:  I/3
Aims:
· Identifying causal relations between characters and events
· Helping the students develop critical thinking skills through the analysis of historical sources (a film)
· Raising students’ consciousness and empathy for other people’s pain and suffering
Interaction: the frontal approach, individual work
Method: eclectic (dialogue, demonstration, brainstorming, guided conversation) 

Objectives: The students will:
· enhance their knowledge about the Holocaust and explore how it affected Jewish communities in Serbia

· study the impact of historical events on individual lives of people
· recognize the role of individuals in encouraging change and accomplishing goals

· formulate strategies for improving the world within their spheres of influence.

Teacher’s activities
· Selecting the methods and materials (the film, diagrams, photos), which will make learning effective as well as interesting
· Integrating students’ responses and guiding the conversation

· Participating in conversations

· Writing a promise on a sticky note

PROCEDURES      
INTRODUCTION
Brainstorming about the word “family”
The teacher draws a diamond scheme on the flip chart and writes the term “family” at the top. He encourages the students to share what they associate with the term and records their ideas on the flip chart.









· Summary and analysis of the students’ responses.

Introducing the Kalefs
The teacher introduces the topic by displaying a few photos of the Kalefs from the pre-war period on the video beam.
Suggested questions for discussion:
1. Who do you see in the photos?  Describe.
2. Which events are presented in the photos?

3. Do you know what nationality this family was? (the teacher is not supposed to give the answer at this point)

4. Where did they live?

5. What was their life like?

6. Do you have similar photos in your family album?

  BODY
· * Film analysis: 
· - The teacher explains to the students that they will be  a film about the Kalefs. Each student is given a copy of a diagrams  and asked to complete it using the information from the film. The teacher gives the instructions about the task and demonstrates the activity.
· - The teacher plays the film; students complete the diagrams.
             *Further analysis of the film
Suggested discussion questions:
1. How did you feel while watching the film?

2. Which part of the film affected you the most? Why?

3. Which character made the strongest impression on you?
· The students are asked to approach the character diagram and make a mark next to the picture of the character that made the strongest impression on them.
· Students perform the task

· The teacher analyses the results and encourages the students to state their reasons for choosing a particular character.
4. Were the promises kept?

5. How did the living members of the Kalef family keep the memory of their benefactor and their family members alive?
6. Who are the Righteous among the Nations?
· The teacher offers a brief explanation of the term “Righteous among the Nations” and provides examples. 

CLOSURE:
Making promises

We make ourselves responsible for the world as we know it by acting or not acting the way we are supposed to. Therefore, each student is asked to write his name and a promise he will keep in order to make this world a better place to live in.
· The students write their promises and stick them on the flip chart.
· The teacher conducts an open class discussion about the responses.
