· Understanding of the term discrimination
· Development of critical opinion about the idea of making discrimination legal and socially accepted 
· Introduction to the terms Holocaust, anti-Semitism, Nazism, labor camp, extermination camp

Summary:

Theme of this lesson is Nuremberg laws and their impact on the Jewish people in the Third Reich and include a school exhibition to mark International Holocaust Remembrance Day, watching a part of Schindler’s List (children hiding scene), explanation through this part of the movie about what the Holocaust is and how the Nazis treated Jews, a discussion about the emotion of this part of the film, teaching about Nuremberg laws and Nuremberg trials, and using Centropa’s biography and family photos of Rahela Perisic to learn about the Nuremberg laws impact in Balkan region. 

Before first lesson opening activity used to engage students in the topic is School exhibition - Marking International Holocaust Remembrance Day.

Lesson one

First activity: (10 minutes)

Discussion about exhibition:
· Do you know what about is this exhibition?
· Did you ever hear about the Holocaust?
· Who were involved in the Holocaust? Where did it happen?
· What is that you ever heard about the Jewish people?
· Do you know why and who persecuted and exterminated  6 million of them?
· Which of the Post Cards you liked most, and why?
· Did you think about it when you go home ?
Second activity: (15 minutes)

· Watching a part of Schindler list (children hiding scene)
· Explanation trough this part of movie what is the Holocaust and how Nazis treated Jews and others
· Discussion about emotion of this part of film 
· Announcing the lesson topic and the lesson aims: introduction to the Nuremberg laws and their impact on jewish people all over Europe, Understanding the term discrimination, development of critical opinion about the idea of making discrimination legal and socially accepted, introduction to the terms Holocaust, anti-Semitism, Nazism, labor camp, extermination camp…
Third activity: (20 minutes)

Ask students a few question such as:

1. Have you ever heard for the Nuremberg Trials ?

2. What is Nuremberg Trials?

3. Who were accused and for what?

4. Do you know who might avoid a trial and why?

5. Why Nuremberg?

After these questions teacher explain to students everything about Nuremberg Laws: 

1. The Law for the Protection of German Blood and German Honor 

2.  The Reich Citizenship Law

Homework: Students have the task to find and print family photos of Rachela Perisic from the Centopa website. http://www.centropa.org/pictures-stories?type%5B%5D=photo&title=Perisic&donor=42692#collapsed, read biography, and fill document analyisis worksheet.

Lesson two
First activity: ( 15 minutes)
The students are splited in 5 groups. Each group is given printed material related to biography of Rahela Perisic they read.

Group one: Rahela’s life before WWII

1. Specify all places where Rahela lived before the War.

2. What was the life of the Jews in these places?

3. Specify some of the occupations of the Jews in these places.
4. Can we still see traces of Jewish life in these places?
5. How she describes Jewish wedding in Banja Luka?

Group two: Rahela’s life during the WWII

1. Why Jews after unification of Third Reich comes to Banja Luka from Austria?

2. What kind of problems Rahela have at school during 1940?

3. Who is helping her to endure?
4. What happens to her and her family after the Nazis ocupied the former Yugoslavia ?

5. What do you know about Ustasha’s and Jasenovac?

Group three: Rahela’s life after the War

1. When and where Rahela reunited with her family ?

2. How they arranged their lives after the war ?

3. How she raised her own children?

4. What her father said after the reunion, do you agree with that?
5. Her mother Luna had to clean, cook, do laundry and she never complained, what do you think why?
Group four: Allocate all the photos from the pre-war life.

Group five: Allocate all the photos from the post-war life.

Second activity: (20 minutes)
A representative of first and fourth group present work for the class, then only second group, and at the end third and fifth group.

Nex step is to show one photos of Rahela and her brother Moric in partisans uniform from 1944th , and discuss about this photo until students conclude that they did not give up, but on the contrary, joined the partisans and fought against the Nazis. 

Final activity: (10 minutes)

Discussion about discrimination during the Civil war in Bosnia.

Although there was no law such as Nuremberg, many people have been discriminated, how and why?
Can you give some examples?
