Yefim Volodarskiy: Matvey Volodarskiy, Belaya Tserkov (Ukraine), 1907 ; cheder, Jewish school in Belaya Tserkov, two years in the affiliate of Kiev Polytechnic College, in the 1930s entered the Academy of film producers in Kiev, finished. Before the Great Patriotic War he worked as a producer in Kharkov Jewish Theater lectured in Kiev Theatrical College, finished the   Academy of film producers in Kiev, became a film producer and went to work in Moscow. During the Great Patriotic War served as a producer in the house of officers in Chkalov (Russia). After the Great Patriotic War he returned to the Mosfilm studio in Moscow and worked as a film producer. His wife Tatiana was Russian.  He died in 1993 in Moscow. Son Vsevolod Volodarskiy; married, lives in Moscow.

Semyon Volodarskiy, Belaya Tserkov (Ukraine), 1910 ; cheder, Jewish school in Belaya Tserkov, Metallurgical College in Dnepropetrovsk (Ukraine). Before the Great Patriotic War finished Metallurgical College in Dnepropetrovsk, worked as an engineer, chief engineer at the metallurgical plant in Dnepropetrovsk, evacuated with the plant to Nizhniaya Salda (Russia), after  the Great Patriotic War returned to Dnepropetrovsk, worked as chief engineer till retirement. Died in Dnepropetrovsk (Ukraine) in 1998. Wife Rosa, Jew. Two children, no details available.

Shymshyn Volodarskiy, Belaya Tserkov (Ukraine) 1914 ; cheder, Jewish school in Belaya Tserkov, military school – No more information, in Dnepropetrovsk (Ukraine). Before the Great Patriotic War was mobilized to the Red army, stayed for additional service, entered a military school  in Dnepropetrovsk (Ukraine), veteran of the Great Patriotic War. After the Great Patriotic War was a professional officer in the soviet army, retired. Died in 2000  in Dnepropetrovsk. Married several times, divorced, no children
