4. Raitsa Potievskaya (1892-1927): died of tuberculosis, single, no children

5. Motl Potievskiy (1895-1943): agronomist, lived in Odessa with his wife and two children; perished at the front.
6. Gershl Potievskiy (1898-1970s): was a military, lived in Omsk (today Russia) after the war. Died in Omsk. Children Emil and Yana live in the USA.
