	My grandparents were religious, but after their death my mother stopped keeping a kosher household. My father was the head of the Jewish community, my mother was the chairwoman of a women’s association.

Where were you during the Holocaust?

	Forced labor: 3 months in 1940 (Tecso), 2 months (Okany); from 1942 continuously (Csucsa, Dunantul); after 15th October 1944 he was handed over to the Germans at Hegyeshalom; from then on: Harka (tank-trap digging) approximately 5 months.

Concentration camp: Mauthausen (today Austria) (about 2 weeks); he was liberated in Gunskirchen (today Austria).


If he survived, what did he do after?

	He tried to work in the completely plundered hardware shop in Szentes until 1947, then in 1947 he moved to Budapest, he dealt with vending for a couple of months (agent), then from 1948 he worked in the nationalized hardware wholesale trade.
