	Bekes, 1888/ Budapest, ca. 1972/73

	Arpad Fischer (m): jeweler, goldsmith. They were wealthy, he had a block of flats in Budapest, a villa in the surrounding of Budapest, a big apartment on Vaci Street, and a central street in Pest, a workshop in the center of Pest. He died in Budapest in 1945, not long after the liberation, of a disease. 
	Gyorgy Fischer (m): he graduated high school, but he didn’t work, he lived for his hobbies: he had a motor-cycle, he photographed. He died during forced labor, somewhere in the Don bend, according to the family memories. He had a wife, Iren, and a daughter Eva, who emigrated to France a few years after the war through nominal marriage, and from there to Switzerland. 
	They weren’t religious, but they observed Yom Kippur and Pesach. They held the first evening of the Pesach at her uncle’s, and the second evening at their place.

	Miskolc, 1913/ Budapest, 1980s

Before the war he lived in Nyiregyhaza, after the war in Budapest. 
	Water-, gas- and heating-fitter.
	His first wife, with whom he lived in Nyiregyhaza died in Auschwitz. His second wife came back from Auschwitz as a widow.
	He had a daughter from his first marriage, who died at the age of 10 months in Auschwitz. He had three children in his second marriage. 
	He wasn’t religious.
