Shyka, ?, Odessa – 1941, Odessa. In 1910s moved to Vinnitsa from Odessa; later returned to Odessa. Was a carpenter, married, had two children. He and his wife perished during bombing in evacuation.

Tzypa, ?, Odessa – 1941, Pliskovo. Married, lived in Pliskovo after she got married, 3 children. After she got married her family name was Bluvshtein. Her husband was a baker. They were shot by fascists during mass shootings of Jews in Pliskovo in 1941.
