3. Srul Starozum, 1887  Vydava. Textile worker. Perished during the Great Patriotic war. Had no children.

4. Surah Starozum, 1889 , Vydava – 1965. Her husband was a security officer, her son died in Israel in 1950s.

5. Toba Starozum, 1893, Vydava. Perished with her husband in France in 1942. Her son lives in France.

	1. Enta Klain, 1891-1967, lived in Lodz, dressmaker. Moved to Israel in 1946, her husband stayed in Lodz and perished in 1940s, their daughter Ella lives in Israel.

2. Pinakhes Klain, 1895 Lodz. Merchant, single, perished during the Great Patriotic War. 

3. Laibl Klain, 1885 Lodz. Textile worker. Laib and his older son Haim Klein perished in Lodz in 1940s. His second son Shloime Klein, composer, died in Israel in 1970s.

4. Esther Ekhlis (nee Klain) 1887-1972, lived in Moscow, her husband was chief engineer at knitwear factory, perished at the front. His son died in 1990s.
