Mikhail Kluch 1878 – 1941, musician, Odessa, wife Olga, daughter Ida

Klara (Khaya) Psakhis (Kluch) 1880 – 1940s (end), Odessa, housewife, daughter Maria

Zhenia (Genia) Zelterman (Kluch) 1882 – 1950s, worked at the confectionery factory, daughter Shlima, husband Solomon died before their daughter was born

Jacob Kluch 1885 – 1919, musician, Odessa, wife Zhenia (Shprintsa), sons Ilia and Michael

Isaac Kluch 1887 – 1920s, musician, Odessa, married

Lazar Kluch 1890 – 1920, Odessa, single

Katia (Kreina) Khekker (Kluch) 1891- 1943, housewife, a son and a daughter

Betia Bochkur (Kluch) 1894 – 1950s, work at the food product stand in Odessa market “Privoz”, Odessa, husband Solomon, sons Haim and Anatoliy
