	Moishe Gorodetskiy–1897-1970, his wife Manya and two children were shot in the Babiy Yar; he was a shoemaker; was in the army during the war;

Gershko Gorodetskiy – 1899-1943, perished on the front. His wife Manya and two children were shot in the Babiy Yar. He was Chief of Shop at the plant and a member of the Communist party;

Pesia-Lieba Milman (nee Gorodetskaya) – 1895-1975. Did not work. Lived in Kiev. Was in evacuation in Melikes (Chuvashia). Her husband Aron Milman died in 1986). They had no children;

Dora Gorodetskaya – 1914-1980. 5 years at secondary school. Lived in Kiev. Her husband’s name - Khazin. Her daughter Zhenia perished in the Babiy Yar in 1941. Her son died in the evacuation;

Basia Gorodetskaya – 1902-1980. Her husband’s name is Aron. In 1935 her family (3 children: Mina, Rosa, Manya) moved to Birobidjan;

Zinaida Gorodetskaya – 1909-1936. Was a baby sitter. Had three children. Died in Kiev.
