Sholom, 1872– 1950s, accountant, lived in Chernobyl, Moscow; married Zlata Stoyanovskaya – she came from a rich family. Their children: daughter Adel and son Misha. Sholom’s grandchildren live in Germany;

Avrum & Perets (twins): Avrum, 1877–1940s, no information about his occupation, lived in Chernobyl, perished during the Holocaust; 

Perets, 1877- 1960s, shop assistant, lived in the vicinity of Moscow (Perlovka); he had two daughters and a son, but I don’t remember their names;

Surka, 1882– 1941; she was a cook, lived in Chernobyl and Kiev; her husband was killed during a pogrom (perhaps, in Chernobyl) around 1920s. She had six children: Syoma, Freidl, Riva, Mania, Yasha and Lyova. Older The children moved to Moscow, and Lyova stayed in Kiev. He became a mechanic, got married and had children: Misha and Mania. They went to the Babiy Yar with Aunt Surah; Surka’s grandchildren from her older children live in Israel;

Berl, 1888– 1941, mechanic, lived in Chernobyl, arrived in Kiev in the early 1900s. Berl had a wife Malka and three sons: Haskel, Sima and Borukh; all of them went to the Babiy Yar.

Nehama Chervits (nee Grinberg), 1870s – 1902, housewife, lived in Gornostai-Polie. Her husband Chervits (I don’t remember his name) was a dealer. Children: Lyova, Yasha and Nina. Nehama died at childbirth with her 3rd baby. Lyova, Yasha and Nina moved to Kiev in 1920s. Lyova and Yasha worked at a printing house (I don’t remember their occupation). Nina was a proofreader. Nehama’s grandchildren live in Israel. 

Mikhel Grinberg, middle of 1870s – 196?, lived in Gornostai-Polie, moved to Kiev in 1920s; was a teacher and his wife Ida was a seamstress. Their older son Yasha died in his infantry, and Semyon became a journalist in Moscow. Semyon and his daughters Frida and Bella live in the USA. 

Hai-Ginesia Bernadskaya (nee Grinberg), 1878 – 1974, housewife, lived in Chernobyl and Kiev.  Her husband was killed during a pogrom in Chernobyl in 1920s. Two children: Liya and Naum. They moved to Kiev.  Naum became a house painter, got married. Two children: Ania and Fima. Liya has two sons: Fima and Syoma. Hai-Ginesia grandchildren live in Israel.   

Haim Grinberg, 1880s– 197?, lived in Gornostai-Polie, then in Kiev; typesetter in a printing-house. His wife Sonia and he have two sons: Yakov and Misha. They live in the USA now.
