	Maria Vilkobrisskaya (nee Eishynskaya) (1900-1926 Minsk):  my father’s first wife, son Ilia, worked at the facture, died of tuberculosis

Khona Eishynskiy (1902-1941): lived in Western Byelorussia with his wife and two children, stayed on the occupied territory, perished in WWII.
Sophia Kabachkova (nee Eishynskaya) (1903-1970s Dmitrov): lived in Dmitrov town, Moscow region, housewife, sons Yuri and Valeriy, daughter Vilena 

Efim Eishynskiy (1905-1942): lived in Minsk, pilot of aviation unit in Minsk,  perished at the front during the war, wife Milia and daughter Tamara 
Max Eishynskiy (1906-1941): perished at the front on the first days of the war, married, had a daughter 




Where was she during the Holocaust?

	On unoccupied territory: Khabarovsk, Olevsk, Nikolaevsk-on-the-Amur, Blagoveschensk-on-the-Amur, Voroshylov-Ussuriysk


If she survived, what did she do after?

	Lived in Vienna with her husband and two children. Her husband was in service there. From 1947 – housewife, lived in Lvov
