Yankl Zhornitskiy, 1894 – 1983, tradesman, Tulchin, Dnepropetrovsk, two daughters and a son.

Volka Portnoy, 1894 – 1972, shipment forwarder, Odessa, children Lyusik and Manya.

Molka Rozenberg (Portnaya), 1896 – 1993, housewife, Odessa, children Dodik and Leo.

Rachel Kolotiskaya (Portnaya), 1898- 1992, librarian, lived in Tulchin before the war after the war lived in Odessa, son Jan and daughter Sopha.  They moved to Australia in 1980s. She died in Sydney in 1996.

Myndia Vexler (Portnaya), 1900-1988, typist, Vinnitsa, Lvov, Odessa, daughter Lena.

Khaim Portnoy, 1903 – 1980, lecturer at the Construction Institute. Odessa, daughters Inna and Lena.
