	Lisa, 1862– 1939, born in Kamenets-Podolskiy, graduated for Petersburg conservatory, husband Shymon, no children, lived in Ekaterinoslav. 

Menashe, 1864– 1885, born in Kamenets-Podolskiy, studied at the Technological Faculty in Petersburg University, died of galloping consumption
Joseph, 1866– 1941, born in Kamenets-Podolskiy, lived in Tarascha, doctor, wife Sonia, two daughters: Milia and Lisa, perished in 1941 

Clara, 1870– 1957, born in Kamenets-Podolskiy, lived in Tula, husband Joseph Gutberts, two sons: Jacob and Michael, dentist, lived in Kiev 

Aron, 1874– 1912, born in Kamenets-Podolskiy, finished dentist school in Warsaw, single, died of tuberculosis in Tarascha 

Naum, 1877– 1961, born in Kamenets-Podolskiy, lived in Uglich, dentist, married, no children
